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Summary of Asian Performing Arts Festival 2008 Seoul

The Asian Performing Arts Festival is one of the joint projects of “Asian Network of Major Cities 21"
(ANMC21, http://www.anmc21.org/). ANMC21, inaugurated in October 2001 with the twelve
major Asian cities, is an international network of Asian capital and major cities undertaking joint
projects on common tasks in diverse fields. The results of this shared research are applied to the
greater prosperity and development of the entire Asian region.

To date, festivals have been held in Tokyo in 2002, Delhi in 2003, Hanoi in 2004, Taipei in 2006,
Manila in 2007 and Seoul in 2008. Through various programs such as stage performances and booth
exhibitions, we have aimed to facilitate deeper understanding between citizens of participating
cities, enable the creation of new forms of expression through exchange between artists, nurture a
market through which talents and works from Asia will be introduced to international markets.

The sixth Asian Performing Arts Festival was held from October 6 to 9, 2008 in Seoul. A large
audience enjoyed a splendid Opening Ceremony & Concert and the various performances by some
of the finest artists from Seoul, Taipei, Tokyo and Bangkok. The annual Performing Arts Market
Seoul was held at the same time and venue as the 2008 Festival so that it resulted in larger audience
and greater opportunities for exchange.
